Abuse of the elderly has isg@aver the years and will
continue to rise since more individuals are livimgll beyond retirement age. |
would suggest that your concern is valid. Yourrfde may be so close to the
situation that they don't realize that their aciare of an abusive nature. You
can help raise their awareness by letting them khow you were affected by
their actions. Elder abuse is of such a seriousreahat the government has
attempted to raise public attention by designatinge 15 as Elder Abuse
Awareness Day. Furthermore, the governor of Michigaclared June 15-21
Elder Abuse Awareness Week. The problem of eldesalis complicated by
the fact that many incidents go unreported becthselderly oftentimes feel
intimidated, ashamed and fearful that if they camnplfurther harm will come
to them. Also, some of them don’t want to inconegigie anyone because they
already think that they are a burden.

The National Center on Elder Abuse (NCEA) in Wagton, DC defines elder
abuse as “any knowing, intended, or careless attdhuses harm or serious
risk of harm to an older person — physically, miytaemotionally, or
financially.” This includes physical abuse, emo#ibor psychological abuse,
sexual abuse, financial or material exploitatiobaredonment, neglect (by a
caregiver), and self-neglect. Some definitionshef tarious categories of elder
abuse are as follows:
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Physical Abuse- use of physical force resulting in pain, inchglishaking,
slapping, kicking, pinching; inappropriate use additation; force-feeding and
physical restraints; refusing to go to the samergemey room for repeated
injuries.

Emotional/Psychological Abuseinflicting emotional pain by verbal/nonverbal
threats, insults, intimidation, or humiliation; &teng the person like an infant;
isolating the person from friends and family; idislg the person in the house;
using the “silent treatment.”

Sexual Abuse- Nonconsensual sexual contact of any kind; ursénxet vaginal
or anal bleeding; torn or bloody underwear; bruibeghsts; venereal diseases
or vaginal infections; forced nudity.

Neglect— failure or refusal to complete part or all ofeduties to the elder
person, including failure to provide food, medioati comfort, personal safety,
or a clean home environment; allowing insurancécjed to lapse; failure to
pay bills and balance checkbooks.

Material/Financial Exploitation- misuse of the personal assets of the elderl
for caregiver personal or monetary gain. This &3plio Social Security or
Supplemental Security income checks; forging sigmet on checks; large
withdrawals from bank accounts; misusing bank aotxuand seizing the
personal property of the elderly.
