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Dear Parish Family,  

There will be a lot of conversation about stewardship 
this month, culminating with our Consecration Sunday on 
the 21st of September. The focus will be on giving, but 
stewardship does more, it defines who we are as generous, 
loving, caring, Christ bearing individuals who share what 
God has graciously given to us for the purpose of sharing 

the Good News of Jesus Christ.  
After his conversion on the road to Damascus, the Apostle Paul lived the 

faithful and fruitful life of an ambassador for Christ. Under the inspiration of 
the Holy Spirit, he had much to say in his letters about proclaiming the Gospel. 
Paul told the people in Corinth, and He tells us, that we personally are letters 
from Christ that people will read (2 Corinthians 3:2). Through the power of the 
Gospel, our lives are transformed, and, through our changed lives, people see 
Christ at work in us. We are God’s instruments through which God imparts the 
Gospel. 

We can read in 1 Corinthians 4: 1 that Paul introduced himself and his 
fellow workers “as servants of Christ and as those entrusted with the secret 
things of God.” Paul became a servant and steward for the Lord in order to win 
others for Christ. Knowing that, as a steward for Christ, his strength was not his 
own, he stated in Colossians 1:29, “To this end I labor, struggling with all 
[God’s] energy, which so powerfully works in me.” Paul saw his life and 
motivation as gifts of grace. “I became a servant of this Gospel by the gift of 
God’s grace given me through the working of His power.” (Ephesians 3:7). 

In I Corinthians 9:16-17, Paul discusses his role as a steward of the 
Gospel: “Yet when I preach the Gospel, I cannot boast, for I am compelled to 
preach. Woe to me if I do not preach the Gospel! If I preach voluntarily, I have 
a reward; if not voluntarily, I am simply discharging the trust committed to 
me.” Paul is compelled by the love of Christ to give his life over to preaching 
the Word of God. To Paul, stewardship is a life of service in partnership with 
Christ to spread the Good News of God’s plan of salvation to all people. In his 
letter to the Romans, Paul wrote, “I have written you . . because of the grace 
God gave me to be a minister of Christ Jesus to the Gentiles with the priestly 
duty of proclaiming the Gospel of God . . .” (Romans 15:15-16). 

The greatest treasure that we can give to and share with others is the Good 
News of the Gospel. That same grace that motivated and empowered Paul to 
witness for Jesus can energize us. All you have to do is let it be so! 
These truly are good times for blessing others, for being alive, and being filled 
with generosity in Baroda!  
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Keep on loving each other as brothers. Do not forget to entertain strangers. 
Hebrews 13: 1-.2 
 
We go to church to worship God, together with other believers. There, we have 
the opportunity to show love to brothers and sisters in the faith and to welcome 
strangers. A cheerful greeting can open the door to personal mission work. 
It is easy, of course, to speak to fellow church members, but Jesus tells us we 
can do more. “If you greet only your brothers, what are you doing more than 
others? Do not even pagans do that?” (Matthew 5:47) We can befriend strangers, 
which our Lord regards as a service to Him. 
The Bible refers often to strangers, many of whom were uprooted from their 
homes by religious persecution. John wrote, “Dear friend, you are faithful in 
what you are doing for the brothers, even though they are strangers to you.” (3 

John 1:5) The writer of Hebrew’s adds that “some people have entertained angels 
without knowing it,” (13:2) a reference to Abraham showing hospitality to 
visitors who were angels. As Christians, we can use our homes to good ends. If 
we meet a newcomer at church, we can invite him or her to our home for a visit. 
Christian hospitality can do wonders. It benefits both the host and the guest.  
The words of Jesus are still true today: “I was a stranger and you invited me 
in.” (Matthew 25:35) Acts of hospitality are the fruits of faith in Jesus Christ, who 
walked the way of the cross to befriend us with the forgiveness of sins and to 
make us God’s children and the heirs of eternal life in the Father’s heavenly 
home.

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QUESTION: I am a mother of a six year old boy who has always had 
problems sitting still, and impulsively does things without thinking. He is 
not a mean child, but because he has difficulty waiting his turn, other 
children get frustrated with him. I hoped he would grow out of it. It is now 
the middle of the school year and his teacher thinks he should be evaluated 
for Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder. He consistently has problems 
following directions, starting and finishing tasks, staying in his chair and 
blurting out loud. Other children frequently complain about him taking 
playthings away from them at recess because he doesn’t want to wait his 
turn. I realize now he probably needs some help. I am confused as to what 
exactly ADHD is. How is it correctly diagnosed? What if it is something 
else? What about medications? Is it possible he will grow out of it? Isn’t he 
too young? Maybe he just has to learn not to behave this way and I could 
work on this at home? 

 
ANSWER: First of all, let me calm your fears. ADHD/ADD affects 

children with all levels of intelligence. There can be a tendency towards a 
learning disability, but not always. Many adults who were diagnosed with 
Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD)/Attention Deficit Disorder 
(ADD) as children are very successful in life. Some learned how to cope with a 
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variety of behavioral changes, coping mechanisms, treatment with medications, 
or a combination of all the above. They tend to prefer professions that keep 
their creative interest and allow for some physical movement. Some adults 
continue to be treated medically for ADHD/ADD symptoms they can’t control. 

Approximately 3% to 6% of children are affected with ADHD and ADD. 
Boys outnumber girls 2:1. Boys have a tendency to be more aggressive, with 
uncontrollable and inappropriate acting out behavior. Girls may have more 
social problems, underachieve and show signs of depression. Each child can 
show different symptoms, but there is consistency in frequency, severity and 
duration of these symptoms compared to what is considered average or normal 
behavior development of children. 

To be correctly diagnosed with ADHD/ADD, a child must show frequent 
signs of inattention, impulsivity and over-activity, which had to occur before 
the age of seven. Your school psychologist, therapists, or doctors usually have 
rating scales for you and the teacher to fill out. They need an early life history 
to collect medical and developmental information which could also substantiate 
their findings. The diagnostician is looking to see if the child exhibited eight of 
fourteen symptoms. These would include: fidgeting, difficulty remaining 
seated, easily distracted, difficulty waiting turns, blurting out, difficulty starting 
and finishing tasks because they can’t focus for long, shifting from one activity 
to another, difficulty playing quietly, talking excessively, interrupting or 
intruding into other children’s games, not seeming to listen to what is being 
said, losing necessary things, taking risks without considering consequences 
(i.e. running into street), and difficulty following through on instructions. 

It is very important that your child’s pediatrician performs a complete 
physical examination, ruling out any medical issues. Medications, such as 
asthma inhalers, can also cause hyperactivity. There are a variety of 
ADHD/ADD medications that can be prescribed when, or if, it becomes 
recommended after trying various behavior modification techniques, which 
may not be enough. Especially in the school environment, where the child is 
expected to focus on a new lesson, sit up in a chair, follow directions, and 
ignore the child next to you who is talking about his new toy. The American 
Heart Association recommends screening for heart ailments with an 
electrocardiogram before putting a child on any ADHD/ADD medication. The 
teacher and parent should keep a daily log reporting any positive or negative 
behavior changes until the right medication and dosage are found. 

The first thing a parent should do is request a team meeting which should 
consist of your child’s teachers, the principal, school psychologist, school 
social worker, counselor and occupational therapist. This is a fact finding 
meeting to see which professionals should be evaluating your child for the 
diagnosis, whether or not your child fits the criteria for monitoring under the 
American Disability Act. This can be a more general non-special education rule 
referred to as a 504. The severity of ADHD/ADD may require a parent to sign 
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on to a special ed referral for evaluation of Physically or Otherwise Health 
Impaired (POHI) which requires a doctor’s diagnosis. The child may need a 
psychologist for cognitive testing to rule out a learning disability. Since your 
child is only six, the team may determine to wait until he has had few more 
years of schooling. 

The team meets again after they collect their data with a diagnosis at a 504 
meeting, or an IEP meeting. The staff also makes recommendations to the 
teacher on interventions that are more specific to helping your son be successful 
in the school environment. 

The “Hawthorne Educational Services” has an excellent intervention 
manual for both teachers and parents. Simple techniques can include having a 
child chew gum so they won’t blurt out (as long as he keeps it in his mouth), a 
swivel or rocking chair which a parent could provide, working on a mat on the 
floor next to his desk, social skill training group with a counselor, and a 
weighted vest. Getting started on a task, especially if it is boring or difficult, 
becomes tedious for an ADHD/ADD student so a desk timer set by the teacher 
for the amount of time an assignment may take is helpful. This can also be 
helpful at home. Having the child repeat the direction before getting started on 
a task with frequent reminders regarding the time also is helpful. These children 
need clarification and encouragement often. A positive rewards program tied 
into starting, completing tasks, etc. should reinforce goals accomplished.  

At home you need to be consistent with a behavioral program ensuring he 
is following house rules. The STEP parenting program recommends using the 
terms “earned rewards” and “earned consequences.” Time outs with a minute 
correlating to the child’s age works well. Reinforcing positive encouragement 
and frequent follow through with rewards, which could include spending more 
time with you, etc. is important. Daily communication with the school is also 
necessary. You may want to explore having him avoid food with additives as 
recent research has found a direct correlation between additives and elevated 
hyperactivity in children.  

Studies have shown children with ADHD/ADD who are not diagnosed or 
treated have a greater risk for academic underachievement, school dropout, 
drug and alcohol abuse, teen pregnancy, depression, social and legal problems. 
I credit you for being a loving, responsible parent, who is moving forward in 
recognizing and acknowledging your son’s needs. This in turn will teach him 
how to be successful throughout his life with ADHD/ADD.

A special note of 
thanks to Bob & Ryan Kolberg and my son Richard for staying up all 
night and roasting our pig and turkeys. They were delicious. Our dunk 
tank was a lot of fun and the donations to drown me and some of the 
youth helped offset some of the cost of the dunk-tank. (ha!ha!)Hope 
everyone had a good time and a full belly from all the wonderful food 
that our church family brought in. We look forward to seeing you all 
next year!!!
